3. General Qualifications: 

1) Must not have serious communicable disease that shall hinder the study.  

2) Must not be a person with serious misconduct.  

3 ) Must not be a current student of Thammasat University or any higher education institute in Thailand, 

unless approved by the University Council as a special case.  

4) Detail on specific qualifications can be found in the appendix. 

4.Admission Criteria: 

1)  Applicant must make sure that all qualifications, specified in the announcement, are met.  If any 

qualification issue is found later, the applicant shall be disqualified and no longer be admitted to the 

Program.  In the case of disqualification, application fee, paid earlier, shall not be refunded under any 

circumstances.  

2) After the application process, if the number of successful applicants is too small, the Faculty reserves 

the right to consider canceling the Program for that particular academic year.  Application fee shall be 

refunded to the applicants if that is the case. 



5. Application: 

Application shall be submitted online, and payment of application fee can be made from now to May 1, 

2023 (Monday) (payment must be made during banking hours). 

Application Process: 

1) Carefully review detail of admission specified in this announcement (please print / read and review the 

information thoroughly for your own benefit)  

2) On the website of the Faculty of Architecture and Planning, Thammasat University (www.tds.tu.ac.th), 

click “Admission for graduate students”  

3) Fill out accurate and complete information, and follow the steps given (save and review the information 

yourself for your own benefit) .  The University shall take into consideration the information given and 

recorded online only. 

4)  Make payment ( thoroughly check and review to ensure relevance with detail on the application form. 

The proof of payment must be well kept for your own benefit)   

5) Documents to be submitted as part of the online application: 

(1) Photograph (color or B/W - facing forward without sunglasses nor hat on) 

(2) A copy of identification card or passport 

(3) A copy of house registration certificate  

(4) A copy of academic degrees or certificates 

(5) A copy of official transcripts 

(6) A copy of change of personal information (name, surname, title- if any) 

(7) Proof of application fee payment 

(8) English proficiency tests (TU-GET or TOEFL or IELTS not over 2 years) 

(9) Two letters of Confidential Recommendation (for detail, please see the appendix) 

(10 )  Thesis proposal outline, including research title, background and rationale, objectives, conceptual 

framework, review of related literatures, research methodology, expected benefits and application and 

references (for application of doctoral degree program, plan 1.1 only) 

Remark: All the documents must be signed and certified by the applicant 

6. Application Fee: 1,000 Baht 

  



7. English Proficiency Test: 

Applicant shall present result of English proficiency test, according to the requirement specified for each 

program, or notify Faulty staff on the day of the interview. Detail is as follows: 

1 )  English proficiency test result is not required for applicants who have earned a degree in an 

international program within the previous 2 years before the application date    

2) Applicants, who have earned degree in a Thai program, must submit the required TU-GET, TOEFL or 

IELTS.  (The test date must be within the previous 2  years before application date) .  There is no minimum 

score requirement. However, applicants who have English proficiency scores higher than 550 (TU-Get), 550 

(TOEFL paper-based), 213  (TOEFL computer-based)  /  79 (TOEFL internet-based), 6 .5 (IELTS)  shall be 

exempted from required extra English language courses.  

3 )  Thammasat University provides English proficiency test service, TU-GET (Thammasat University – 

Graduate English Test) , to the public.  Detail can be obtained at the Language Institute, Thammasat 

University, Tha Phrachan Campus from Monday to Friday (08 .30-18 .30 hours), and Saturday and Sunday 

(08.30 – 16.00 hours), except holidays, or call 0-2623-5134, 08-7972-7755, or fax: 0-2623-5138, or E-mail:

8. Written Examination and Interview 

1) Written examination and interview shall be conducted online or onsite (as the Faculty sees appropriate). 

On the examination day, applicant must present the ID card, or an official card issued by a government 

agency that shows the applicant’s photo, signature, and a clear 13 -digit identification number.  The card 

presented must be original and has not expired.  

2) If ID card or an official card is not presented on the day of the examination, the applicant shall not be 

allowed to take the examination in all cases, and shall be disqualified.  

3) Those who commit examination cheating or fraud shall be disqualified from the examination and shall 

not be admitted as Thammasat student in all cases. 

For the detail on examination dates and subjects, announcement of applicants eligible for written 

examination and interview, and examination result announcement, please see the attached appendix 

and schedule 

10. Student Registration: 

Successful candidates must present evidences of graduation to the University on the date of student 

registration.  Related detail and schedule for new students shall be announced on the website: 

www.tds.tu.ac.th   

 



11.  Student Registration Requirement: 

1 ) Successful candidates must register themselves as new students within 14 days after the first day of the 

semester, in accordance with rules and procedures prescribed by the Registrar Office. The Registrar Office may 

allow delay of registration, if necessary, but the registration must eventually be done within the first semester of 

the first academic year. 

Successful candidates who would like to present evidences of graduation obtained from overseas shall also 

present the evidences to the University on the date of student registration.  However, if that is not possible, the 

Registrar Office may allow delay of submission, but must not beyond the first semester of the first academic 

year, otherwise, student registration shall be revoked. 

2 )  Request for transferring program must be approved by the Faculty Committee of the destination 

program.  Upon approval under Paragraph two, the period studied under the original program shall also be 

counted as student’s period of study 

3 )  If it is found later that a registered student lacks qualifications or possesses prohibited characteristics 

according to the University regulations, or submitted falsified documents for registration, the Registrar 

Office shall propose to the University Rector to revoke registration of the student.  If the case under 

Paragraph one happens to a student who has already graduated, the Rector shall propose to the University 

Council for revocation of the student's degree.

Qualifications of Applicants  

1. Plan 1.1 (Thesis)  

- The applicant must hold a Master’s degree in related fields in the built environment, for example, 

Architecture, Interior Architecture, Urban Environmental Planning and Development, Urban 

Design, Landscape, and Innovative Real Estate Development.  

- The applicant must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.25 on a 4.0 scale from a university or 

academic institutions accredited by Thammasat University Council.  

-  The applicant must have research experience in the related field of your dissertation topic or 

have already completed the related course of advanced research methodology.  

2. Plan 2.1 (Thesis and coursework)  

-  The applicant must have at least a 3.25 cumulative grade point average on a 4.00 scale from a 

university accredited by the University Council or have at least three years of experience 

working in the field of research or profession related to the built environment (please attach 

supporting documents). Your study plan must be approved by the program committee.  

3. Plan 2.2 (Thesis and coursework)  

-  The applicant must hold a Bachelor’s degree in related fields in the built environment, for 

example, Architecture, Interior Architecture, Urban Environmental Planning and 

Development, Urban Design, Landscape, and Innovative Real Estate Development.  

- The applicant must have a composite GPA of 3.50 or a first-class honors or a second-class honors 

from an accredited university.  

  



Application Documents  

1. Application Form which is signed in every page; attach 1-inch photograph.  

2. A copy of certified Thai Citizen ID Card or Passport if non Thai Citizen.  

3. A copy of certified Graduate Master Degree Transcript.  

4.  Applicants, who have earned a degree in Thai program, must submit the required TU-GET, TOEFL or 

IELTS. (The test date must be within the previous 2 years before application date). Applicants who have 

English proficiency scores higher than 550 (TU-Get), 550 (TOEFL paper-based), 213 (TOEFL computer-

based)  /  79 ( TOEFL internet- based) , 6. 5 ( IELTS)  can submit the results as part of their graduation 

requirements.  

5. Two letters of Confidential Recommendation.  

6.  Three pages of thesis proposal outline, including research title, background and rationale, objectives, 

conceptual framework, review of related literatures, research methodology, expected benefits and 

application and references.  

7. Payment slip.  

 

Criteria of Selection  

1. The applicant must pass both a research proposal oral presentation and interview.  

2. The applicant must have a dissertation adviser (Program instructor).  

3.  The applicant whose first language is not English must provide evidence of English proficiency by 

submitting the TU-GET or TOEFL or IELTS score (score reports are valid for two years).  

4. The applicant must make a decision on a study plan and submit a research proposal.  

5.  Other qualifications must be in accordance with the regulations of Thammasat University or Faculty of 

Architecture and Planning regarding graduate studies.
